The Five Year Integrated Programme in Management (IPM) aims to instil managerial and decision-making capabilities in young professionals
using modern academic pedagogy of global standards based on a holistic and multi-disciplinary curriculum.

Given the nature of the programme, the learning goals of IPM are splitinto those for the first 3 years and the last two years.

The IPM will enable students to:
1. Demonstrate language and communication skills 2. Demonstrate knowledge of foundations of management
